Step 1: You will research your state in class and record your findings. 

Step 2: You must bring in your shoebox by this Friday so we can set-up the base of the float using construction paper. We will view examples in class.

Step 3: Decorate your float using any materials you can find at home. (Toys, Play-Doh, toothpicks, glitter, cotton balls, etc.) 

Step 4: You will present your float to the class and we will choose the top three floats.
